➢ Who are your spiritual mothers? What women exemplify God’s nurturing love for you? What 

women have influenced your spiritual journey?

How might we all as a congregation invest in future generations through our prayers, our 

nurturing support, and our witness?  

➢ What does Jesus’ gift of the Holy Spirit mean to you? What does it mean to have the Holy 

Spirit living in you? How have you experienced the Holy Spirit as comforter and/or guide? 

Where do you see evidence of the Holy Spirit at work in our world? What busyness or 

everyday worries and concerns interfere with your ability to pay attention to the Holy Spirit? 

What will help you look for and pay attention to the presence and actions of the Holy Spirit 

as you go about your daily life? 

➢ What does it look like for you to keep the commandments of Jesus? How do the teachings of 

Jesus serve as the basis for your actions in daily life? In what practical ways do you evidence 

your love for Jesus?  What does it mean to obey or follow Biblical teachings from a sense of 

love rather than from a sense of duty or obligation? With what do you struggle as you seek to 

follow and obey? How can you more fully rely on the accompanying and strengthening 

presence of the Holy Spirit as you face those struggles?
